Answer…


The land was divided among four large plantations and the Massachusetts Bay Colony claimed that a large part of southern New Hampshire was actually part of Massachusetts / an agreement was reached that made the New Hampshire colonies part of Massachusetts





7. When was New Hampshire separated from Massachusetts? Who ordered the separation?





Answer…


1679 / the English King Charles II





8. Why did Native Americans living in the Merrimack Valley side with the French in conflicts between the French and English in the late 1600s and early 1700s?





Answer…


They had been pushed off their land by English settlers.





9. In the first part of the 18th century, what was the difference between the way people lived on the coast and the way people lived in the central and western parts of the colony? 





Answer…


On the coast, people lived in thriving towns and cities where there were sawmills, shipyards and merchant’s warehouses, as well as large homes. The central and western parts were mostly farmers and small towns. 





10. Why did most people in New Hampshire support the Patriot movement? 





Answer…


They had close ties to Massachusetts and Boston.





11. What are some things that the people of New Hampshire did to support the Patriots before and during the Revolution?





Answer…


The sent food and troops to Boston, state militia units fought at several battles, ships for the Continental Navy were built in Portsmouth.





12. When did New Hampshire become a state?





Answer…


June 21, 1788

3. What are some reforms that occurred in New Hampshire’s mills in the early 20th century?





Answer…


Workers compensation, reducing child labor.





4. Why did New Hampshire’s textile mills begin closing after WWI?





Answer…


They could not compete with newer mills in the south.





5. What industries boomed during WWII? Why did the boom end at the end of WWII?





Answer…


The mills, shipyards / once the war was over, the government contracts ended.





6. What industries helped New Hampshire to boom again by the 1960s? What problems did this bring?





Answer…


manufacture of machinery, electronics, computers / increase in population and tourists threatened the environment, more money was needed for schools and roads.





7. Why is New Hampshire’s presidential primary a celebrated event?





Answer…


It is the first primary of the presidential election season.





8. What are two of the biggest sources of jobs in New Hampshire today?





Answer…


Manufacturing, shipbuilding, tourism, paper and wood products

Answer…


Answers will vary, but could include: John Golfe III settles in the area and opens a sawmill (1722), renamed Tyngstown (1735), Blodget’s canal (1807), first cotton spinning mill (1809), renamed Manchester (1810), Amoskeag Manufacturing Company opens (1831), model company town built (1838), Manchester’s heyday (19th century), Amoskeag declares bankruptcy (1935), mills closed (20th century), buildings redesigned (recently), Manchester becomes New Hampshire’s largest city (1980s)
